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What is Radon?
Radon is a radioactive gas and comes from the natural decay of uranium that is found in nearly all soils. It typically moves up through the ground and into the air above and into your home through cracks and other holes in the foundation. Your home traps radon inside and any home can have a radon problem.

Radon gets in through:

· Cracks in solid floors

· Construction joints

· Cracks in walls

· Gaps in suspended floors

· Gaps around service pipes

· Cavities inside walls

· The water supply

Radon is the number one cause of lung cancer among non-smokers and overall is the second leading cause of lung cancer.

You should test for Radon.

Testing is the only way to know if you and your family are at risk from radon. If you live on the St. Croix Reservation and would like to get your home tested, contact the St. Croix Environmental Office.

You can fix a radon problem.

Radon reduction systems work and they are not too costly. Some radon reduction systems can reduce radon levels in your home by up to 99%. Even very high levels can be reduced to acceptable levels.
